For Your Safety

WARNING
An unsuitable setup location may result in injury and 
damage.

 – If the speaker stand is not securely mounted, do not 
use it in vehicles, in unstable locations, on wobbly 
furniture etc. The speaker stand and the device 
mounted on it may tip or fall over and cause injury to 
persons or be damaged itself.

 – Place the speaker stand in such a way that it cannot 
be knocked over inadvertently and make sure that the 
cables do not pose a tripping hazard.

 – Do not place the speaker stand near heat sources (e.g. 
heaters, ovens, other heat generating equipment such 
as amplifiers etc.).

WARNING
Children can become trapped in the plastic wrapping 
when playing and suffocate.

 – Do not allow children to play with the device or the 
plastic wrapping. There is a danger of suffocation.

NOTICE
The isolation pads can produce discolouration on 
sensitive surfaces.

 – On parquet, varnished wood and similar surfaces, 
you should stick felt gliders to the rubber feet of the 
speaker stand or put a blanket under it. This will 
prevent discolouration of the floor over the long term.

Do not mount the speaker stand when you 
notice that it is damaged.

(1) 3× support leg

(2) 1× mounting plate

(3) 1× connecting piece

(4) 3× screw M4×10

(5) 6× screw M4×20

(6) 1× knurled screw

(7) 1× hook and loop strip

(8) 1× hexagon key (2.5 mm)

Checking the package contents
• Check that all items have been delivered and that 

nothing is damaged.

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Assembly
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1. Screw the three support legs (1) to the connecting 
piece (3) using two screws of type M4×20 (5) each.

2. Screw the mounting plate (2) to the mounted support 
legs with three screws of type M4×10 (4). Do not over-
tighten these screws. Otherwise, the plastic threads in 
the support legs will be damaged.

3. Run the knurled screw (6) through the mounting 
plate (2) from below and tighten the Holist M on the 
mounting plate.

4. Run the connector cords of the Holist M to the bottom 
on one of the support legs and use the hook and loop 
strip (7) to fix the cords at the height of the connecting 
piece (3).
