¢ Do not place the speakers near or directly above sources
of heat (e.g. heaters, ovens, other heat generating equip-
ment such as amplifiers etc.).

¢ Avoid direct sunlight at the setup location.

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1. Screw the pipe () into the base plate (6.

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2. Place the speaker bracket (2) on the upper end of the pipe
and fix it in place with the fixing screw ).

3. Run the speaker cable through the upper hole and through
the pipe until it extends somewhat out of the opening in
the base plate. Then pull it through until there is sufficient
length left for connecting the speaker at the top.

Assembly

Depending on the construction of your speakers there are 2
possibilities for mounting:

A) For speakers with a key hole opening

1. Insertthe holding screw @ into the speaker bracket from
the front and first screw it loosely together with the fixing
nut ®.

2. Use the key hole opening to carefully hang the speaker on
the holding screw. Then firmly tighten the fixing nut.

3. Connect the speaker cables as described in the operating
instructions for the speakers.

B) For speakers with a threaded insert

1. Screw the speaker onto the speaker stand with the fixing
screw (® until secure.

2. Connect the speaker cables as described in the operating
instructions for the speakers.
